In the framework of the International Feed-In Cooperation research is  
carried out to analyse support mechanisms for renewable energies 
and feed-in systems in particular.

For example, one paper analyses the efficiency and effectiveness of 
feed-in tariffs compared to other policy instruments for the support 
of renewable energy sources, another one identifies and analyses 
best practices in the design of feed-in tariffs. Further studies will be 
carried out in future.
